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WRITING A TIME TRAVELLER’S MANUAL
Task: 
You have created a working time machine. You have spent many years travelling through time and space but now are near the end of your life and want to pass on your knowledge and experience to others.

Write a manual so that other potential time travellers can use the machine correctly, safely and wisely, therefore sharing your amazing experiences of time travel.

Your manual must be a minimum of 2 sides of A4. You can design your manual in any way you choose but it must include the following:

Headings and sub-headings.

· These should be used throughout the manual to help the reader locate information easily.

A fully labelled colour diagram of your time machine

· Include all of its features and functions. You can invent names for machine parts.

Step by step instructions on how to make it work
· Your instructions need to be clear, concise and precise.

· Use imperative verbs (e.g. take, turn, attach, pull, twist) to explain how to operate the time machine. 
· Use time connectives (e.g. before, then, next, firstly, secondly, finally). 
· Number these clearly in chronological order. 
Recommended moments in time from the past and present to visit
· Persuade the reader to time travel to at least one moment in time from the past and one from the future that you have visited. Use holiday brochure language.
· Be precise about the exact location and date.
· Explain clearly why this is a worthwhile time and place for time travel.
Advice and warnings on how to use responsibly and what to do if things go wrong
· Give warnings about potential problems time travellers may encounter when using this machine.

·  Give advice on how to avoid making mistakes. 
· Give instructions on what to do if things do go wrong. 
· Use conditional language such as if, should and could to guide your time traveller carefully through potential problems with time travel. 
· Use warning words and phrases to emphasise the seriousness of ignoring your advice, such as avoid, beware, take care, never.
