1. After the Inspector leaves, how does Mr Birling react? What are his concerns?
2. How do Sheila and Eric feel now about what they have done and what their parents have done? Find a quotation for each one.

3. How does Priestley keep the audience focussed on the main theme of the play? See Eric's long speech.
4. When the Birlings start to question whether or not the Inspector really was a police inspector, they discuss what difference it makes and there is a strong divide between different members of the family. Who sides with whom? Find a quotation for each character to show his or her opinion.

5. Make a list of the things that the Inspector says and does which make the Birlings suspicious that that he wasn't a real police inspector.
6. After Gerald's return, when it is confirmed that the Inspector wasn't on the Brumley police force, how do each of the characters feel now about what happened to Eva? 
7. Gerald develops a theory that the Inspector bluffed them into confessing that they'd been mixed up in Eva's life in one way or another. How did he bluff each character, according to Gerald?
8. There are very mixed reactions after Gerald phones the infirmary and finds out that there have been no suicides that night. How does each character react? Find a quotation for each.
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What does Gerald say to Sheila, showing that he is trying to act as if nothing has happened?
10. What is the final twist in the plot? Why do you think that Priestley ends the play this way?

11. Who was the Inspector do you think? Whose ideas and beliefs does he represent?
