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THE dad of the four-year-old
Brit dubbed Jihadi Junior
made a daring rescue
attempt to get his son back
from IS beasts in Syria.

Deniz Yoncaci, 26, flew to
Cyprus in 2014 hoging to travel
to save his little boy Isa Dare
from the terror hellhole.

But just before he tried to get to
neighbouring Turkey, a last-gasp plea
from his family made him realise the
desperate plan was too dangerous.

Isa had been taken to Syria from
his South London home by his
25-year-old Muslim convert mum.

And the child has now been seen
in a sick IS video wearing the fanat-
ics’ symbol on a bandana and talk-
ing about killing non-believers.

Deniz had no idea his estranged
wife Grace Dare, the jihadi bride
now called Khadijah, planned to take
his boy to Syria.

A relative told The Sun last night:
“He is absolutely beside himself
about what has happened to Isa.

“Only a few months after he and
Grace split, she took off with Isa
without telling him. He was in pie-
ces. He just wants him back safely.”

Deniz, a waiter at a North London
restaurant, had met her at a South
London Islamic centre in 2010.

They got married there a few
months later but by the time Isa was
born in May 2011, they
were getting divorced.

Grace’s dad confirmed
Deniz, who was born a
British Muslim to a Turk-
ish family, travelled to try
to get Isa back in 2014.

Sunday Dare, 59, said:
“lI told him it was too
dangerous. He was very
brave but any dad would
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do the same.” The Sun revealed yes-
terday Isa had begged granddad
Sunday “please save me” in a phone
call days before the twisted video.

Sunday said of Grace: “She invited
me over there in 2013 to visit Syria. I
told her, ‘I don't want to be
beheaded’. She has said she is miss-
ing McDonald’s and KFC.”

His wife Victoria, 59, took Grace
and Isa to the airport in
2012 believing they were
going to Eﬁyp! or Turkey.

Grace had another child
in Syria with Swedish
jihadi Abu Bakr, killed in
combat last year.

Her devastated mum
Victoria added: “I need my
grandchildren, my daugh-
ter. I need them back.”
