b. how it  makes the reader feel.  (4)
7. The writer contrasts our lives in paragraph 1, with the lives of children living on the dump in paragraphs 2 and 3. 
          a. What contrasts does it make? Make a list for us and then for the children on the dump.

          b. Why is contrast an effective technique to use?
8. The writer uses triples in the text. Find and copy out 2 examples. 
9. The writer uses many emotive words and phrases in paragraphs 2 to 4. 
      Find the meanings of any underlined words.
