As Romeo enters, joyfully happy at having just married Juliet in secret, it is clear that Tybalt is interested in fighting him, not Mercutio.  Tybalt tries to provoke Romeo into a fight by calling him a villain.

	 ‘Tybalt, the reason that I have to love the doth much excuse the appertaining rage to such a greeting. Villain I am none. Therefore farewell. I see thou knowest me not.’
	Romeo is now married to Tybalt’s cousin but cannot tell Tybalt that they are now related. He doesn’t want to fight and tries to walk away. 

	

	60-66
	‘Boy, this shall not excuse the injuries that thou hast done me, therefore turn and draw.’ (Tybalt)
‘I do protest I never injured thee, but love thee better than thou canst devise’

‘And so good Capulet, which name I tender as dearly as my own, be satisfied.’
	Tybalt makes it clear that he doesn’t want to make peace as he is unwilling to forgive him  for gate-crashing the party. However, his efforts to provoke Romeo into a fight are unsuccessful.
	

	67-69
	‘O calm, dishonourable, vile submission.’ (Mercutio)
‘Tybalt, you ratcatcher, will you walk?’  (Mercutio)


	Mercutio is unaware of Romeo’s marriage and is therefore ashamed of Romeo’s cowardice for allowing Tybalt to insult him without retaliating. He draws his sword and challenges Tybalt to a fight.

‘Gentlemen, for shame, forbear this outrage. Tybalt, Mercutio! The Prince expressly hath forbid this bandying in Verona streets. Hold, Tybalt! Good Mercutio!
	Romeo calls on Benvolio to help him stop the fight.

He reminds them that Prince Escalus has forbidden any more fighting.

As Romeo stands between them, Tybalt thrusts his sword into Mercutio under Romeo’s arm.

	‘A plague on both your houses!’

‘Why the devil came you between us? I was hurt under your arm.’ (Mercutio)

‘I thought all for the best.’

‘They have made worms’ meat of me.’
	As Mercutio is dying, he blames the Capulets and Montagues for killing him then Romeo for coming between him and Tybalt, which resulted in the fatal stabbing.

	‘This gentleman, the prince’s near ally, my very friend, hath got this mortal hurt in my behalf – my reputation stained with Tybalt’s.’

‘O sweet Juliet, thy beauty hath made me effeminate and in my temper softened valour’s steel.’
	Romeo blames himself for his dear friend Mercutio’s death who was fighting for Romeo’s honour and reputation.

He blames Juliet’s beauty for making him turn unmanly and weak.
	

	116-131
	‘Fire-eyed fury be my conduct now! Now, Tybalt, take the ‘villain’ back again that thou gavest me, for Mercutio’s soul is but a little way above our heads’, staying for thine to keep him company. Either thou or I, or both, must go with him.’
	In contrast to his forgiving behaviour earlier, in a fit of anger, Romeo demands a fight to the death with Tybalt to avenge the death of Mercutio. Romeo kills him.

	‘O, I am fortune’s fool!’
	Too late, Romeo realises that he is doomed to take the wrong course and there is only tragedy ahead.
