4. Gerald and Sheila start to argue about why Sheila wants to stay. What criticisms do they have of each other?
5. How does the Inspector explain why Sheila wants to stay? Find a quotation to sum up his theory.
6. What words of Sheila tell you that she is intrigued by the Inspector?
7. Sheila tells her mother that she is 'beginning all wrong'. List 3 things that her mother does 'wrongly'.
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8. Find a quotation from the Inspector that shows Priestley's belief that young people are more easily influenced than older people.
9. Sheila reveals that Eric has a drinking problem. Why do you think Mrs Birling is one of the last people to know?
10. What does Sheila mean when she laughs: 'No, he's giving us the rope - so that we'll hang ourselves'?
11. What was Gerald's involvement with Daisy Renton? Bullet point the main events in their relationship from beginning to end.
12. The audience already know that Sheila can get jealous easily. What therefore is surprising about her attitude to Daisy, showing how much she has matured? 
      Find a quotation from her and the Inspector that show that she isn't a child in need of 
      protection.
13. How does Gerald feel about Daisy's death, and why? 
14. What does Sheila return to Gerald and why? 
     How does she explain how she views their relationship now?
15. Do you think Gerald was in any way responsible for Daisy's suicide? 
      How would you compare his share of the blame with Mr Birling and Sheila? Explain.
