· To use connectives to link points and paragraphs (As a result.., Consequently ..., However ...)
· To use persuasive devices (emotive language, appealing directly to the reader, rhetorical questions)
This is a suggested plan for your article: 

Title: Give your article a catchy title. This can be a statement, question or quotation.

Paragraph 1: Introduction. Write an attention-grabbing opening paragraph which introduces the main points of the article. You could use a question or a shocking fact.

Paragraph 2: Why do teenagers usually join gangs? What makes them appear attractive?
Paragraph 3: What do gangs actually do? What is gang life really like? 
Paragraph 4: What are the dangers and possible consequences of being in a gang?

Paragraph 5: What are the main difficulties of trying to leave a gang?

Paragraph 6: What advice would you give to a teenager thinking of joining a gang or who is already in a gang?

Paragraph 7: Conclusion. These will be the last words your readers read so make them memorable, leaving your reader with plenty to think about..
