4. What stage directions for the Inspector show you that he is beginning to lose patience with Mr and Mrs Birling?
5. Why did Mrs Birling turn down the girl for financial help? Make a list of reasons.
6. What assumptions does she make about women of Eva’s class?
7. Does Mrs Birling feel upset or in any way responsible for the girl’s death? Find a suitable quotation.
8. What is Sheila’s attitude to what her mother did? Include a quotation.
9. What is Mr Birling’s main concern about what his wife did? Include a quotation.
10. What punishment does Mrs Birling think that the father of the child should face? Include a quotation.
11. How does the Inspector make Mrs Birling regret her words about naming and shaming the father by the end of Act Two? Who is the father of the child?
