	1 - King of the Castle

	2 - Onyx XI

The crew of spaceship Onyx XI answer a distress call from one of Saturn’s moons.  What they find there will change their lives forever.

	3 - Bridgette’s Bunnies

Bridgette Bellamy is fed up with her school’s sports teams always losing and sets herself the task of forming a cheerleading squad to spur them on to victory.  Neither she nor her friends Mavis, Jemma and Sue are obvious cheerleader material, but can their optimism and determination win through?

	4 - The Scarecrow

Staying in a strange old farmhouse miles out in the countryside two friends, Paul and Henry, become convinced that a creepy scarecrow out in the field is more than it appears.  Soon they find themselves in a terrifying battle for their souls.

	5 - I Am Awesome

Humorous diary written from the point of view of Danny Jones, a schoolboy convinced of his own greatness despite suffering a series of failures and indignities.  

	6 - Who Killed Rupert Davis?

Millionaire newspaper mogul Rupert Davis is found dead at his mansion by Wilkins, his gardener.  D.I. Michael Tripe arrives to investigate.

	7 - Gary’s Goals

Gary Duke is the best footballer at his school and is tipped to one day play professionally.  But his future is threatened when a jealous teammate attempts to ruin his reputation.  


Pick at least two of these ideas; plan and write an opening paragraph for each according to the decisions made.  You will need to consider;

· What kind of opening you will use.
· Which characters/locations will be involved (make up any you need that aren’t mentioned).

· How your opening will set up what is to follow.
Don’t try to tell the entire story in the first paragraph – just the introduction!
