How will you grab your audience’s attention?  Some top tips:

a) Your opening lines will be crucial.  How will you immediately attract your audience’s attention, set out your argument and let them know what is to come in your speech?

	b) Ask rhetorical questions (questions to which you do not expect an answer).  There are two different types: 

	c) where you can give the audience the answer, or 

    the question has an in-built, ‘common-sense’ answer.

	d) Use a range of pronouns i.e. ‘I’, ‘you’, ‘we’, ‘they’.  ‘You’ and ‘we’ are particularly powerful as they draw the audience into the speech, making them feel as though they are part of it.

	e) Using lists of words can be particularly effective, such as adjectives (“our lives are miserable, laborious and short”) or nouns (“To that horror we must all come - cows, pigs, hens, sheep, everyone.”)

	f) Repetition of important words or phrases can add emphasis.

	g) Make use of emotive language - try to provoke a strong emotion in your audience, such as anger, fear, disgust, hatred.

	h) Build up to a climax.  Plan your final paragraph carefully. It has to be the point towards which you have been arguing.
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
