Worksheet 9 (Chapter 4)
Advertising

Advertising is a special type of persuasion.  Persuasion means getting someone to do something or not to do it.  Leaflets and posters use words and pictures together to persuade.

Most persuasive writing contains three things:

· information – it is important to give the right amount;

· argument – the reasons for doing/not doing something: they need to be aimed at the people you hope to persuade;

· instruction – telling people what they should do or buy.

· famous people;

· good illustrations;

· shock!

Step 4:  Which of these ideas might you use for the shop?  Remember it is a shop for the Dark Arts – so who would be famous and popular to bad wizards and witches?

Advertisers must make us remember their product long enough to buy it.  Anything that catches our attention is a good start.  Another thing that might help is a catchy slogan.

Slogans – clever-sounding, catchy phrases, sometimes using a pun (double meaning).

· Details of prices and special offers;

· A suitable slogan;

· Colourful illustrations

Eked out by apple-sauce and mashed potatoes, it was a sufficient dinner for the whole family; indeed, as Mrs Cratchit said with great delight (surveying one small atom of a bone upon the dish), they hadn’t eaten it all at last!  Yes, everyone had had enough, and the youngest Cratchits in particular, were steeped in sage and onion stuffing to the eyebrows!  But now, the plates being changed by Miss Belinda, Mrs Cratchit left the room alone – too nervous to bear witness – to take the pudding up and bring it in.


A great deal of steam! The pudding was out of the copper.  A smell like a washing-day!  That was the cloth.  A smell like an eating-house and a pastry cook’s next door to each other, with a laundress’ next door to that!  That was the pudding!
