WRITING A PERSUASIVE SPEECH
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TASK:

Through your research for our English project, you have learnt a lot about the valuable and much needed work of the charity Small Steps project. You would like to organise a fund-raising event at school to raise money for the charity but need the support of teachers and other students at school.

Write a speech, to be delivered in a school assembly, informing your audience of the following:

· The terrible situation millions of children face living on rubbish dumps around the world; 
· The work that Small Steps does to help these children; 
· Details of the fund-raising event you are proposing; 
· The amount of money the school would need to raise to make a useful donation to the charity.
· Use the help sheet on persuasive writing techniques to help you to plan your letter, including the use of emotive language, appealing directly to the reader and rhetorical questions. 
· Your speech will need to be between 500 and 800 words long. 
· Use facts, figures and other relevant information found in the text and video but do not copy directly from it. 
· Include the case study of a particular person who has been helped by the charity. 
Make a plan for your speech. Structure your writing in a logical order with one point linking to the next. Make use of connectives to link sentences and paragraphs.

You could include the following:

1. Greeting and an explanation of why you are making your speech.
2. Information on what the Small Steps project is, where it operates around the world, and why its work is so important.
3. An introduction to the plight of children living on rubbish dumps around the world.
4.  A description of the typical life of a child living on a rubbish dump and the daily hazards they face.
5. Reasons why so many children end up living on rubbish dumps in these parts of the world and their lack of options for bettering their lives without help.
6. Specific examples of the sort of work Small Steps does to improve the lives of these children, including the experience of a particular person who has been helped by the charity.
7. The cost of particular types of support the charity provides.
8. Your fund-raising idea for the charity, explaining why this would be an effective way to raise money.
9. Your conclusion, with your final words about what you want your audience to do and when.
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
