INTRODUCTION

· Why is this an interesting scene to direct for a modern audience?

· What happens in this scene?

· What has happened just before this scene?

· What happens just after this scene?

STAGING

· What time in history are you going to set your version? In a traditional way as if in the Globe Theatre in the 1600s? In modern times?

· What scenery and props would you use? In Shakespeare’s time, there would be little scenery and few props, relying on natural lighting. You have an unlimited budget so can use what you want.
· Will you use music or sound effects?

· How will you show the fighting?

CHARACTERS

To direct this scene, you need to decide how you want characters to look, speak and act. Use your planning sheet for this.

· What sort of costumes would you have for each character to show their personality?

· How do each of the characters Benvolio, Mercutio, Tybalt and Romeo fit into the scene? How do they start and end the scene?  Use your notes.
· How do the characters behave? For each character, include key quotations and how the actors will show the characters’ feelings through HOW they speak and HOW they perform. Use your notes.
AUDIENCE

· How should the audience feel about each character during this scene? This may change in different parts of the scene.

· How do you want the audience to feel going into the last part of the play? How will you achieve this?

CONCLUSION

· Do you think your version of the scene will be relevant and exciting for a modern audience? How do you think you have achieved this?
