· 3, 4, 5 expand the story, describing any events that he overcame. Include quotations from Steve, a fisherman and a survival expert in these paragraphs. Include how and why.

· Remember to include quotations from Steve and other witnesses, perhaps his family or the sailors on the rescue ship.

· 6th paragraph, write a conclusion that describes how he now feels and any plans for the near future. End with a quotation from Steve.

You need to write between 500-800 words including a headline, sub-headings, and short paragraphs. 
Include:

· Who is Steve Callahan?

· Where was he sailing before the accident happened?

· What happened to his boat? 
· What did he do when disaster struck?

· How did he cope with trying to survive as the days went by? 
· What highs and lows did he experience?

· How did he get rescued, and what condition was he in after 76 days at sea?
