The Diary of Anne Frank
Read the adapted extracts from ‘The Diary of Anne Frank’ and watch the accompanying film, then answer the following questions. 
The questions  marked with an asterisk are to be attempted by everybody and the remainder are extension questions.

1. How old is Anne on her birthday on 12th June 1942? How do you know that she is feeling excited? (2) *
2. What presents does she receive for her birthday? What is surprising about the sort of presents she receives and likes, compared to a modern day girl? (3) *
3. On her diary entry for 20th June 1942, why does Anne say that she needs a diary? Include a quotation from the entry. (2) *
4. How has life changed for the worse for Jewish people by 1940? Make a list of the new German laws that affect Jews. (4) *
5. By 5th July 1942, how has life changed for Anne’s father? What plans is he making for their future and why? (3) *
6. On 8th July 1942, Anne says, ‘the whole world has turned itself upside down.’ Explain what has happened on the Sunday. (4) *
7. Describe the ‘Secret Annexe’ in your own words. (3) *
8. In the first week of going into hiding, despite the danger her family is in, what is Anne’s attitude to the terrible changes in her life? How does she help set up the Annexe? Include a quotation to show her attitude. (3)

9. How does this contrast with how her mother and sister react to the move? (1)

10. What is the name of the family who join them in the Annexe? How does Anne’s attitude them change between 14th August and 27th September 1942?  (2)

11. What is life like in the Annexe? What problems do they face? Write about the following issues: lack of privacy and space, food, boredom, personality clashes, isolation, and the risk of being heard. (5) *
12. What bad news does the new arrival, Mr Dussel, bring about what is happening in the outside world on 19th November 1942? (5) *
13. What problems does Anne face sharing a room with Mr Dussel? (3)
14. Summarise the terrible things that are happening in the world and how Anne feels about it by 13th January 1943. Include a quotation that sums up just how bad things are. (5)

15. By March 1944, what additional problems with the supply of food are they facing? How has this affected Anne’s mood? (3) *
16. How important are Miep and the other helpers in keeping them all alive in the Annexe? Explain your answer. *
17.  What frightening event happens the night before 19th March 1944? What lessons do they learn from it? (3)

18. At this point in her diary, what questions and comments does she make about the ill treatment of Jews? (2)
19. If she survives the war, what does Anne say that she would like to do with her life? (1) *
20. What special experience does Anne have on 6th April 1944? (1) *
21. How has Anne changed since her first entries? Despite being in hiding, in what ways is she very much like teenagers today in the things that she thinks, worries and cares about? Explain your answer. (2)
22. Anne’s final entry is on 1st August 1944. What happens after that date? (2) *
23. Why do you think Anne Frank’s diary is so famous? What doe we learn through reading it? (2) *
