Whale Hunt Writing Task
Imagine that Heather Marderosian , the writer of the anti-whaling petition, and Tim Ecott, the writer of the pro-whaling article, are invited to take part in a radio debate.

The topic of the show is: Should the Faroese people have the right to continue carrying out their traditional annual whale hunt or is it a barbaric and unnecessary massacre of innocent and highly intelligent animals?
Write the dialogue of the debate in play script form. Use the information in the two texts as fully as possible, in your own words. Use convincing dialogue so that it reads like real speech.  You will need an interviewer as well as your two guests, Heather and Tim.

Structure your script carefully so that one point leads on to the next and as much material from both texts is used as possible. 

Below is the plan of one student.  Notice how it is structured to cover the views of both guests, with a coherent and fluent order to the discussion. 

· Interviewer introduces the topic of debate.

· S/he then introduces the two guests and their reason for being invited onto the show.

· Interviewer asks Tim about the Faroe Islands, its people, their traditional way of life, and diet. 
· Break this down into several questions with brief answers from Tim ending on their diet and reliance on meat. 
· Interviewer asks Heather why she has written to the Faroe Islands' prime minister to object to the traditional practice of the grindadrap.
· Heather describes the grindadrap in graphic emotive language and why she objects to it.

· Interviewer then asks Tim to explain why he is not against the grindadrap.
· Tim tells the story of the Faroese father and son and their right to hunt and explains how he  views the whale hunt, talking about traditions, and small numbers of whales involved.
· Heather adds how many pilot whales were killed this year and why whales should particularly be protected.

· Interviewer asks Tim how he can justify it when he has seen barbaric footage of the grindadrap on Facebook.
· Tim says how Sea Shepherd and similar organisations like Heather's are trying to influence the public.

· Heather will offer her support for Sea Shepherd and defend their actions.

· Tim will explain how he respects their campaign against Japanese whaling ships and explains why, but also says that the grindadrap is very different as not done out of cruelty but for tradition and meat.
· Interviewer asks Heather for views.
· Heather talks about unnecessary slaughter and how much of the meat is wasted and why.

·  Tim suggests that she campaigns for more important causes and gives examples and talks about our hypocrisy.
· Heather disagrees that this cause is less important and asks the listeners to sign her petition reiterating why the grindadrap should be stopped.
· Interviewer asks for Tim's final comments.

· Tim sums up his arguments for the grindadrap.
· Interviewer ends debate and thanks guests. 
Make your own plan in a similar amount of detail then write your own dialogue.
