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Writing a Travel Feature for a Conservation Magazine
· Watch the ARKive On Tour PowerPoint presentation about a brand new conservation travel magazine looking for articles for its next issue.
· In your pair, you have been allocated a particular location (e.g. Australian outback, Arctic, Amazon rainforest) and you will need to research and write a travel feature about that destination. 
· The article must include information on the animals and plants found there, as well as outline the challenges and threats facing the location, ranging from deforestation and over-fishing to global warming and poaching. Therefore, as well as being entertaining and informative, it should also raise conservation issues affecting the region.
· Your travel feature needs to be eye-catching and clearly laid out making use of maps and colour photographs.

· Read the example article on endangered whales in Canada for ideas on content, style and layout as well as referring to your help sheet on characteristics of a travel feature.
· Use the ARKive website (www.arkive.org.uk) for research on relevant endangered species as well as other websites for finding out about your given region. 
· The finished magazine articles will be collated together to form a complete magazine. A front cover is available on the website. As a class you will need to decide on the order of the articles and a contents page will also be needed.
